Pake Leags Beaufort's

Chris Pake, Richard Stanley and several fourth-guar-
ter fouls gave Beaufort a 54-51 edge in Tueaday night's

game at Smyrna.

The Blue Devils shocked Beaufort with a swift and
accurate offensive attack in the first period, taking a

9-3 lead with four
guarter ahead of the visiting Sea-
dogs by 1813, and continued to
hit in the secomd period.

Beaufort scored a
total of 33 points in the second
half.

Stanley scor-
ed & points in the game, all of
them in the second hali.

Also scoring for Beaufort were
Woodard, 11; Brady Way, 10; Bill
Peck, & and Tommy Piner, 1.
Beanfort was without forward
Mickey Beriram, siill recovering
from the measles.

Linwood Parker, listed at for-
ward for Smyrna, turned in per-
haps the best nerformanee of the
contest. He led both teams in
rehounding and was the Devils'
high scorer, with 16 points. Nel-
son was next, with 13, Also scor-
ing were Gillikin, 9; Willis, 8; and
Balley, 5.

Both Parker and Nelson were
defensive standouts as well. The
Blue Devils sank 16 of 44 field
goals for 36 per cent. They pick-
ed up 19 points in 2§ free throws
for 74 per cent, however, to Beau-
-taru 10 of 18-dor 56 per mm,

He added that the contest was
Smyrna’s best defensive elfort of
the season. '“They just wanted to
play ball,” e says. I was oret-
ty proud of them. Beaufort knew
they had been in a ballgame.*™

record, and Smyroa, 15-4.
